Tenderloin with Caramelized Onions, Charred Romaine Hearts, Vine-ripe Tomato and Parmesan 

Dressing; Roasted Breast of Chicken with Asparagus, Green Beans and Poppy Seed Dressing; 

Citrus-poached Chilled Salmon with Spring Beet and Watercress Salad and Tangerine Vinaigrette; 

Chilled Shrimp Cobb Salad with Tomato, Avocado, Eggs, Blue Cheese, Bacon and Herb Dressing. 
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Dessert choices include New York-style Cheesecake; Rich Chocolate Mousse Cake; Home-made
