Long Jin tea originates in Zhejiang Province, China, and the best crop is found in the hilly area of 

Xifeng in Hangzhou. Traditionally, a few days before the Ching Ming Festival in April, the farmers 

pick the tender sprouts at dawn, and skilfully pan-fry them over low-heat by hand, before sending the 

tea to the markets by noon. Usually, tea leaves are collected door-to-door from the tea growers, and 

only a few kilograms of leaves are gathered each day.
